With more advertising than usual, wegre short of space; so straight to business.

Licensing and live music

Recently, the weekly music session at the Palm in Walkley (Sheffield) was shut
down, following a visit from local authority officers. This is quite an unusual
thing to happen here, where small (unlicensed) sessions have generally been
let alone in the past unless they drew particular attention to themselves or
somebody complained. We still dongt know what lay behind this, but naturally
there was some concern that there might be a change in council policy now
that the run-up to implementation of the new licensing law has begun. The
Palm is a very small backstreet pub and the session is scarcely a threat to
public order or safety; neither is the law clear as to whether or not members
of the public actually count as aperformersa, though some authorities insist
aon quite shaky groundsa that they do. Jim McDonald, a regular player at
the Palm, and SRFN Chair Mark Gibbens, who co-ordinated the English Folk
Dance and Song Society(s representations to government over the new law,
have met with Sheffield council leader Jan Wilson to discuss the matter. She
has promised to look into it, and we await her response with interest. Local
authorities in our area have tended to approach such things with intelligence
in the past, and we certainly hope that will not change.

The DCMS has finally published draft guidelines on the new law, nearly a
year late. They can be seen at http://www.culture.gov.uk/ in pdf format. It will
probably be well into next year before it is possible to begin to implement the
law, cumbersome, confused and incompetently-planned as it is; meanwhile,
4Jazz Servicesa has commissioned analysis of the implications. It doesnit
appear to be published online yet, but a digest prepared by Hamish Burchill,
formerly of the Musicians; Union, will be made available via the SRFN website.
